A Poor Moral Compass
 
ONE CAN UNDERSTAND how a psychologically unstable person with 
low self¯esteem can lash out at a complete stranger to gain satisfaction from 
trying to injure them in such a cowardly way. The internet is a hotbed for
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breeding this kind of low¯life, not that he/she succeeded in James’ case, as it is impossible to injure 
the self and James’ reputation is impeccable. But what this incident also serves to highlight is a com-
mon problem in the modern spiritual world: poorly functioning moral compasses, specifically that 
of Rick and Irene Archer of Batgap.com (Buddha at the Gas Pump). The Archers claim to be “spiritual 
people” – and they make their living from interviewing famous people in the spiritual world – but 
this incident revealed their higher values to be seriously compromised. Without discussing the issue 
with James and me before acting, and without considering the damage to James’ reputation, they 
chose to believe the lies of a person who refused to identify himself/herself. Not to mention that the 
accusations, while very serious, were not only highly improbable but this person had absolutely no 
evidence of James’ alleged transgressions. 

The Archers know the identity of the troll, and we asked them several times to reveal it to us so that 
we could press legal charges, but they refused each time. By Isvara’s grace, and luckily for the Archers, 
the troll called off his campaign just in time, maybe even at their behest. We know that they had to con-
tend with many of our supporters demanding to know why they took the actions they did. We had just 
completed a video which we were about to post on YouTube and various other websites calling out the 
Archers for their unfair and cowardly actions. 

I wanted to go forward with the project because letting adharma pass encourages it. Apart from ba-
sic fairness, the Archers have a duty to uphold dharma for the people they interview.
